FCS elementary students dive 
deeper into the core academic
areas, scaffolding on concepts
taught in previous grades.

For example, reading—and learning
to love it—starts in Junior
Kindergarten with an introduction to
letters and all their single-letter
phonograms, in fun and meaningful
settings. It continues in Kindergarten
where students increase their
vocabulary, sight-word knowledge,
and ability to decode words using an
excellent and time-tested phonics
program. By first grade, students
master all 71 phonograms and are
reading independently. In the upper
elementary school years, students
enjoy reading and discussing quality
literature including classics such as
Charlotte's Web, The Lion, The
Witch, & The Wardrobe, and
Dicken's The Christmas Carol.

Additionally, students discover and
explore their unique passions
through special subjects, service
projects, and extracurricular
activities. Our teachers ensure they
help students to make valuable
connections across subject areas
and grades.

In math, we follow the time-tested
methodology of Singapore Math
(concrete, pictoral, abstract) which
helps student gain a strong a strong
number-sense and build a firm
foundation for higher-level
mathematics in the future.
